3.2.1  Managing vehicle information  
 
To manage a vehicle  click on the registration number  in vehicle view  

 
The program allows you to change multiple indicators as needed  

 
3.2.2.  Creating a  new vehicle group  

 
Itõs useful when you want to see your cars as a group on the map!  
 
When creating a group of vehicles : 

¶ name the group;  

¶ you will now see a list of your vehicles;  

¶ select the ones you want and click on the green arrow button to add them;  

¶ when the selection is completed  click  on the green òSaveó button  
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3.3  Enter ing a new odometer reading  
 
The vehicle odometer reading  (distance counter)  can be edited  in administration 
menu:  
 
òSettings -> Vehicles  -> Vehicle Registration Number -> Odometer  -> +Addó 

 
In order to get a  more accurate value of the distance traveled in the rep orts, it is 

recommended to further update the odometer reading in the reports at least once a 
month.  

 
Please note the exact time when the odometer reading was taken.  
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3.4  Drivers  
 
In this section you can add, search and manage drivers   

 
3.4.1  Adding a new driver

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3.5  Users and user rights  

You can edit existing users , add new  ones and edit user administration -related rights 

at any time.  

 

3.5.1 . Editing existing users 

To edit an existing user go to:  

òSettings -> Users -> User nameó 

 
3.5.2.  Editing administrator -related rights  

To edit user administrator -related rights  go to:  

òSettings -> Users -> User name -> Accountó 
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It is recommended to use administration -related rights if  different administrative 

units in your company are limited by different rights.  

E.g employees of the Tallinn sales department can fill out only a trip log and sales 

staff can only see vehicles used by the sales department.  

 

3.5.1  Adding a new user  

To add a new user  go to:  

òSettings -> Users -> New useró 

 

 

It is recommended to use the combination òfirst name last name ó or email address 

when creating a new user  

 

3.5.2  User vehicle rights  

To add or delete vehicle rights  of the users go to:  

òSettings -> Users -> User name ->Vehiclesó 
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Provide access by clicking on the options in the columns. Green color  indicates the 

presence of the right, red the absence of the right  

3.5.3  Editing user r eport rights  

To manage the reporting  rights of users go to:  

òSettings -> Users -> User name -> Reportsó 

 

Provide access by clicking on the options in the columns. Green color  indicates the 

presence of the right, red ð the absence of the right  

Please note that u sers will not see vehicles in the list unless you tick them  

 

3.6.  Fuel cards and refueling data import  

Please contact us t o use this option ! 

Before viewing results of the reports, it is necessary to link the fuel cards to the 

vehicle or driver  in the menu : 

òSettings -> Fuel Cardsó 

 

The cards can be created in the system either manually by clicking on the green 

òNew fuel cardó button, or automatically, by importing the source file  
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To import files related to refueling go to:  

òReports -> Import tankingsó 

 

Drag the CSV to the  marked area or click on it to up load a file  

 

After transferring the source file, the system will automatically create all fuel cards in 

the file. You can then link the cards to the vehicle or driver accordingly. Linking cards 

to the vehicle is a prereq uisite for obtaining accurate data i n reports . 

 

The program only allows to download files in CSV format. If the file format is not 

suitable, it is recommended to send the downloaded files to us for verification  

 

After downloading the file, set File Delimite r, Text Delimiter, and File Encodin g on the 

file to be imported. If the columns in the file are distributed and the visible data is 

correct, click on the òContinueó button  

 

Drag the required data fields to the correct file headers. Required fields are Purc hase 

Time, Card Number and Quantity  (liters) . If everything is correct, the refueling lines 

are activated, and you can click on the òImportó button  

 

Before importing a file, reports based on the fuel card should be added to the reports õ 

desktop. Such reports are automatically added to the d esktop when the import module 

is activated  

 

You can also create reports manually  by selecting the òFuel card dataó report type 

as the main data, òRefueling the fuel cardó or òFuel cardsó,  respectively.  The result 

is a report on the vehicle/map or a summary  report  

 

The reports contain approximate average fuel consumption , distance from the 

previous refueling station  and refueling station address  (based on GPS data) 
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3.7   Managing contacts  

The Contacts feat ure is required if you want to use the option of sending messages to 

users.  

To manage existing contacts go to:  

òSettings -> Contacts -> User nameó 

 

 

To add a new contact  go to:  

òSettings -> Contacts -> New Contactó 

 

Edit the fields and press òSaveó 
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4.  MAP VIEW 

The map profile shows the entire fleet composi tion in real time.  

¶ the left side shows administered vehicles ;  

¶ the right side shows the location of the vehicle on the map , driving 

direction  and status  

Moving vehicles are displayed first, parked vehicles second, etc. If you have already 

created groups of vehicles, then the created groups can be selected in the drop -down 

menu of vehicles.  

 

Status details:  

¶ Green òarrowó ð a moving vehicle and direction o f movement  

¶ Blue letter òPó ð Parking ð The vehicle is stopped and the ignition is off.   

¶ Blue icon  òIIó ð Idle time ð The vehicle is stopped and the engine is running  

¶ Red icon ò!ó ð a possible malfunction of the device or a fault in the current 

circuit . Also, the device may be outside the broadcast range  or has not sent 

itõs location information  for at leas t 15 minutes  
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The settings icons are located in the upper right corner.  

From t op to bottom:  

1. Select map layers 

2. Settings. 

3. Open route planner . 

4. Send a message. 

 

When setting up the òVehicle Nameó function, the vehicle name and driver name will 

be added to the icon  

When setting up the "Group vehicles" function, nearby vehicles are displayed with one 

icon 

When clicking on the vehicles group icon  the vehicles in the group will be displayed  

When zoomi ng the map  you can also see the vehicles that are un der the icon. The use 

of this function is more efficient for large fleets  

 

4.1.  Replaying fleet routes  

You have the possibility to playback the routes of multiple cars at the same time.  

To playback routes:  

¶ select the vehicle whose route you are interested in on  the map 

¶ select a period for playback  

¶ click on the green  òLoad Historyó icon 

¶ the route of the selected period will be displayed on the map  

¶ when the data is loaded onto the map  you can playback the route   
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You can change the playback speed, pause it and replay it . At the bottom of the 

playback page there is a graph  with  data you can select under the  icon 

 

4.2.  Areas 

This tool in the Navirec  application allows to map the geographical area s where 

different events take place (e.g where vehicles start or end their trips)  

¶ you can assign areas to specific vehicles  

¶ you can mark results to events  like entering or exiting the area 

If you need more accurate data on what is happening in the areas, it is recommended 

to create an appropriate report with this are a data .  

We also recommend setting  up notifications on movements in the areas  

¶ area administration can be set up according to the user rights 

If fo r any reason you do not see the areas you need, please contact your user interface 

administrator!  

 

4.2.1.  Creating a new area 

To create a new area go to:  

òMap -> Areas -> Add new areaó 

Choose òcircleó or òpolygonó to mark a desired area on the map 

Enter the name of the created area  (default address), select additional options  

and save 
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You can use information about movement s in the areas in reports, notifications or 

projects  

To do this: 

¶ when creating a new area mark  the option s you want at the bottom of the 

òUse area inó  

¶ save the area in order to include movements happening in the areas in 

reports, projects and notifica tions 

Please not e that it is necessary to configure messages coming from the areas for use 

within the system  in the me nu item òMessages -> Notifications ó 

4.2.2.  Deleting areas  

Areas can be deleted  by clicking on the name of the  area, and then on the red  òDeleteó 

button  on the bottom right of the screen.
